Joint ACE / SOHO / STEREO / WIND In-Situ Science Symposium
We are pleased to announce after a long delay the scheduling of a joint spacecraft team meeting bringing together 4 spacecraft at 1 AU to discuss science of mutual interest and plan joint, in-situ solar wind investigations.
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Date:  June 8-11, 2010                              
The joint meeting will run from Tuesday AM on June 8 through Thursday PM on June 10.  The morning of June 11 is reserved for individual spacecraft business meetings by the SOHO/CELIAS and WIND teams.
Venue:  The Nonantum Resort in Kennebunkport, Maine (www.nonantumresort.com)

The Nonantum Resort is an attractive resort set on a coastline known for its rugged beauty.  Kennebunkport, ME has a long history of elegant tourism with many fine restaurants, beaches, and attractions.  In addition to seeing the Bush home you might consider visiting the Rachel Carson National Wildlife Refuge in Wells, shopping in Kittery, or taking a side trip to Rockport, Camden, or Acadia National Park.  The New Hampshire White Mountains are only 2 hours away to the west.
Transportation:  Kennebunkport is 90 minutes north by car from either Boston Logan airport or the Manchester NH airport.  It is 30 minutes south of the Portland ME airport.  The Amtrak stops in Wells.

Registration:  A registration fee of $225 is required by May 24, 2010 made payable to The University of New Hampshire. Credit cards will not be accepted.  As we are required to pay meeting expenses in advance, there can be no refunds of registration payments.

Meeting Topics:  The local organizing committee and spacecraft representatives have chosen 6 topics for discussion (with session organizers):

A. Solar Minimum: Solar Wind Acceleration, Heating and Composition (Szabo, Lepri, & Bochsler)
B. CIRs (Lee, Simunac & Mason)

C. Solar Energetic Particles (Mewaldt & Klecker)
D. PUIs and Building the Energetic Particle Reservoir (Moebius & Gloeckler)

E. ICMEs and Magnetic Clouds (Farrugia & Jian)
F. ACRs and GCRs (Leske & Aldayeh)
As there is clear overlap between some sessions, merged sessions are possible and subject to negotiation by the session chairs.

We recognize that some participants may want different or additional topics.  We suggest that you contact the session organizers above to state your interest in presenting in any of the scheduled breakout sessions and you are welcome to contact the local organizing committee with requests for additional topics.  Any topics that receive sufficient support will be pursued so long as times and rooms can be found.

Attendees are encouraged to bring presentations on memory sticks or personal computers and should consider contacting the session organizers as plans and topics mature.

Meeting Format:  Leads from the 4 spacecraft team will present an overview of recent scientific results and opportunities for collaborative research.  There will be 8 plenary talks that we hope will galvanize discussion. Most of the meeting will be spent in parallel breakout sessions to maximize input from all and develop a healthy debate to fuel future research efforts.  A reception with cash bar will end each of the first 2 days.

Glenn Mason will present recent observations of CIRs.


Mihir Desai and Marty Lee will present the observations and theory of shock 



acceleration of hot ion distributions.


David McComas will present recent results from the extended solar minimum.


Russell Howard and Nathan Schwadron will present talks viewing the boundary


of the Sun / solar wind relationship from different viewpoints.

Meeting Wrap Up:  Following the summaries of the breakout sessions on the last day Justin Kasper and Glenn Mason will lead the group in a “Lessons Learned” exercise where they will attempt to develop a list of questions that remain following recent efforts by all spacecraft teams as well as a list of potential collaborative studies that could involve more than one spacecraft.  This list and the discussion that results need not be confined to the topics discussed in the breakout sessions.  The meeting will adjourn when this exercise is completed.
